(2) Check the control face of the rudder cable with pulley (4)
and (D} at the condition of fully treaded L.H. or R.H. pedals.
If the cable were broken, the broken part shall be inspected
by the cloth passing along the cable. The cloth is snagged

by the broken paint of the cable,
